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SADB DOMINATES RELIABILITY TRIALS ROUND 3 
Held over the Queen’s Birthday long weekend, the 3rd round of the Reliability Trials took place at Robertstown and was 
quoted by many as one of the best ever! The SADB Race Team was like always at the pointy end when it counted by having 
three solo riders in the top 4 for outright honours as well as winning the sidecar class. 
The team’s star rider Dale Newman won day 1 of the two day event and was looking strong and confident to do so the next 
day until disaster struck when he collected a branch in a high speed creek section. This resulted in a massive gash to his 
arm, later needing 15 stitches including internal ones. Dale continued on but had to settle for 2nd overall for the event, realising 
that it’s a long championship and pulling out was not an option for this experienced racer. 

Dale saying “It was just one of those things, I didn’t know what I’d hit and I was on the ground. I finished the section then 
checked out my arm, only then did I see the blood and know the extent of the injury. The course was unreal and I was having 
a ball, the KLX450R handled everything I could throw at it”.

Shaun Harman, also on board a KLX450R, finished 3rd outright after the 2 days of competiton, his best result so far this year.  
Shaun really stepped it up this weekend and was riding very hard and aggressive. The solo recognition is long overdue for 
Shaun, as he’s been swinging for years on sidecars and winning everything in that class. We expect him to go from strength 
to strength as the year goes on.
Shaun saying “Without SADB’s help I wouldn’t be where I am today, so much of the credit must go to Director Evan Byles, 
and the rest of the team at SA Dirt Bikes. Linden’s been on to me of late to twist the throttle more and I think I did that this 
weekend, the 3rd place finish proved that”.

Paul Osborne, riding his Husqvarna WR250, won his class for the first time this year and an impressive 4th outright.  Paul 
showing there’s still plenty of life left in the 2 stroke machines. The Husky suits Paul much better than in years past as its 
power and handling characteristics allow him to attack the course in his signature aggressive style. 

Paul commented “I did lack some overall top speed in certain sections but other than that it was perfect weekend. Some 
minor gearing changes will fix this for the next event. I just love riding this machine and I can’t believe the things it allows me 
to get away with”.

Evan Byles and Craig Osborne won the sidecar class on the Husky 510 powered machine and finished 32nd outright. The 
work leading up the event with lighting set ups paid dividends with by far the best lights of the event, helping to improve their 
night riding. They did have some dramas with a flat battery, resulting in push starting the bike for most of the event.

Evan said “We have worked hard to win and we have finally done it. We are extremely happy with the result and look to 
continue this for the rest of the year”.

Our very own Donald Hosier, who works on the counter at the shop, entered his very first off-road event and finished 54th

outright. Well done to Donald as he was very green and nervous.
